On July 17,2013, the New Hampshire Department of Environmental Services ("DES") Drinking
Water and Groundwater Bureau received a Water Conservation Plan (the "Plan"), signed on July
15,2013, for the public water system at Pats Peak Ski Area located in Henniker, New
Hampshire. Pursuant to RSA 485:61 and Env-Wq2I}l, applicants for new surface water
sources for projects that require awater quality certificate pursuant to Section 401 of the federal
Clean Water Act shall submit a water conservation plan to DES. Based on review of the Plan,
DES has determined the Plan complies with Env-Wq2101.08, Requirements for Industrial,
Commercial, and Institutional Il/ater Users (ICl.

Pursuant to Env-Wq 210L11, the Town of Henniker and the Central New Hampshire Regional
Planning Commission were provided the opportunity to comment on the Plan from June 10,

2073, the date of public notification, through July 1, 2013. DES received no comments.

On July 24,2016, and every three years thereafter, the water system shall submit a detailed and
completed compliance report form to DES documenting compliance with the Plan. Required
information includes contact information for the water-system owner and for the individual
responsible for carrying out plan tasks; dates tasks were performed; and data relating to meter
reading and meter testing.

Pats Peak is a registered water user (Water Use ID # 20256). The sources serving the public
water system have been added to the Water Use Registration and Reporting database under Pats

Peak's existing registration. The total monthly volume withdrawn from each source shall be
reporled to DES on a quarterly basis. If you have any questions about Vy'ater Use Registration
and Reporting or please contact Derek Bennett at27l-6685 or derek.bennett@cles.nh.gov.
