Guest Speaker: Ridgely Mauck, Administrator, DES Alteration of Terrain Bureau
Summary:

Ridgely Mauck of the Department of Environmental Services (DES) Alteration of Terrain
Bureau gave a presentation in which he summarized the purpose of the Alteration of Terrain
Bureau and reviewed proposed revisions to the Bureau’s rules. The revisions, which are
intended to better address water quantity and water quality issues, include, in part, new
application requirements, updated stormwater controls and stormwater treatment systems,
groundwater recharge requirements, the addition of 100-year floodplain criteria, and creation of a
permit-by-rule procedure. Following the presentation Mr. Mauck fielded questions from
commission members.

Chairperson Spang then asked the commission’s two subcommittees, the “Causes of
Sedimentation” subcommittee and the “Effects of Sedimentation” subcommittee to assemble.
The subcommittees continued their efforts to address the issues identified in their work plans
developed by Chairperson Spang and presented at the November 19, 2007 meeting. The
subcommittee workplans can be found on the commission’s web page, hosted by the New
Hampshire Coastal Program, at http://des.nh.gov/Coastal/ocean_policy.html.
